
This document helps you to understand how to enable Multi Currency in DinePlan and working with 
them.

We'll assume our primary Currency is Indian Rupee and we will be accepting Dollar and Euro while 
settling a ticket.

Let's see how we'll do it. Here are the steps

Go to BackOffice –> Settings –> Currency List  and add the $ Currency as per the Screenshot

Currency symbol seems a little complex. We need to define if the currency symbol used as prefix or 
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suffix. We'll use {0} as a placeholder for number and use :N flag for formatting it as a number. If you 
don't need to see decimal places you can change :N flag with :#.

Rounding is a special setting used with Order Selectors(the payment screen part where we choose 
which order paid). When you enter a number other than 0 here DinePlan will round prices to 0.25 for 
easier settling. I'll show it in more detail soon.

Name and the Exchange Rate values are filled with needed values.

Let's do the same for “EURO” as well as per the screenshot.

This time we'll use different Exchange Rate and leave rounding as 0 for understanding how it works.

After creating currencies we need to create separate Cash Accounts for them. It will help us to 
understand how much we have collected DOLLAR or EURO

Navigate to Accounts > Account List 

While creating an account we need to choose correct account type for better grouping. We can 
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
